A RESOLUTION OF CHAIR AND BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE HALLANDALE BEACH COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF REAL PROPERTY LOCATED ACROSS FROM THE FOSTER PARK COMMUNITY CENTER (FOSTER PARK 21-13 B LOT 4 BLK 2, HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA 33009 - FOLIO NO. 5142-21-18-0200), TO THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FOR A PURCHASE PRICE OF $10,000.00; AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR TO TAKE ALL STEPS NECESSARY AND APPROPRIATE TO COMPLETE THE SALE AND CLOSING OF THE PROPERTY INCLUDING EXECUTING AND DELIVERING ALL CLOSING DOCUMENTS; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Hallandale Beach Community Redevelopment Agency (“HBCRA”) is the owner of certain vacant real property located across from the Foster Park Community Center and more particularly described as FOSTER PARK 21-13 B LOT 4 BLK 2, in Hallandale Beach, Florida 33009 (Folio No. 5142-21-18-0200) (the “Property”); and
WHEREAS, the HBCRA desires to sell the Property to the City of Hallandale Beach (“City”) in connection with the assembly of property for the development of additional parking and open space along Foster Road for the Community Center; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 163.400, Florida Statutes, such sale by the HBCRA to the City can be made without appraisal, public notice, advertisement or public bidding and, since the sale by the HBCRA is to the City, the property disposal procedure set forth in Section 163.380, Florida Statutes, would be inapplicable; and
WHEREAS, Section Three, Subsection R (p. 66) of the HBCRA’s Implementation Plan specifically states that a strategic objective of the HBCRA is to “provide sites for public facilities [to] eliminate unsafe conditions”; and
WHEREAS, Section 163.370(2)(c)(7), Florida Statutes, provides that a community redevelopment agency can provide land for needed public facilities; and
WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the HBCRA desires to sell the Property to the City for a purchase price of $10,000.00, which conveyance to the City shall be made by Special Warranty Deed and such other documents, all in a form and substance as approved by the CRA Attorney.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CHAIR AND BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE HALLANDALE BEACH COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY:
Section 1.  Recitals.  The recitals in the whereas clauses are true and correct, and incorporated into this Resolution.
Section 2.  Approval and Authorization of Sale of Property.  The sale of the Property to the City for a purchase price of $10,000.00 is hereby authorized and approved.
Section 3.  Implementation of Sale and Purchase; Execution of Closing Documents.  The Executive Director is hereby authorized to take all steps necessary and appropriate to implement the sale of the Property including executing and delivering all closing documents including a Special Warranty Deed, Seller’s Affidavit, Closing Agreement and Closing Statement, all in a form and substance as approved by the CRA Attorney.
Section 4.  Effective Date.  This resolution shall take effect immediately upon approval.
