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ORDINANCE NO. 2014 - 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 32 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH ENTITLED ZONING AND LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE BY AMENDING ARTICLE IV  ENTITLED DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS, DIVISION 10 ENTITLED TEMPORARY STRUCTURES AND USES, SPECIFICALLY AT SECTION 32-431 ENTITLED PERMITTED IN ORDER TO ALLOW CARGO CONTAINERS AS A TEMPORARY STRUCTURE IN ANY ZONING DISTRICT; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

	WHEREAS, Section 32-431 currently  requirespermits temporary structures, such as trailers, in connection with the sale or development of an active  be permitted on an active construction site; and

	WHEREAS, the code does not distinguish cargo containers as a temporary storage structure for the purpose of storing building and construction related materials; and

WHEREAS, cargo containers is are not considered a safe, attractive and effective residential building substitute for housing the residents of Hallandale Beach; and 

WHEREAS, the City Administration has reviewed the City’s Zoning and Land Development Code and determined that cargo containers can best serve the community as a temporary use related to active construction; and 

	WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Board agrees with the City Administration and  recommends that Section 32-431 be amended to allow cargo containers as a temporary structure in all zoning districts in connection with the sale or development of an active construction site; and

	WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission have determined that it is in the best interest of the residents of the City of Hallandale Beach to amend Section 32-431 to permit cargo containers as a temporary structure in all zoning districts in connection with the sale or development of an active construction site.. 
	
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

	SECTION 1.	Section 32-431. Permitted, of Chapter 32, Zoning and Land Development Code, Article IV, Development Standards, Division 10, Temporary Structures and Uses is amended to read as follows:
CHAPTER 32.  ZONING AND LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE

ARTICLE IV.  DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

DIVISION 10. TEMPORARY STRUCTURES AND USES
*******
Sec. 	32-431. Permitted.
	In any zoning district, a developer shall be permitted temporary structures, such as trailers and cargo containers, shall be permitted, in connection with the sale or development of an active construction site subject to the following restrictions:
(1) 	Construction structures such as trailers and cargo containers shall only be 	permitted for the duration of a construction phase, beginning with the date a 	building permit is issued and continuing not 	longer than the date a certificate of 	occupancy is issued for the development, but not to exceed a period of two 	years. 
a.	Stacking – cargo containers may not be stacked.
b.	Quantity - the number of cargo containers may not exceed three in total, unless approved by the City Manager or designee.
(2) 	The city manager may exempt such structures from the setback requirements of 	the applicable zoning district provided it is placed in a manner as to provide 	unobstructed cross visibility at a right-of-way intersection or accessways required 	by section 32-384(i) and to reduce any adverse impacts on abutting properties.
(3) 	Sales trailers shall only be permitted for multi-family residential projects with 25 	or more units.
	
(4) 	The use of sales trailers and cargo containers shall cease at the time the 	certificate of occupancy is issued for the project or when the first component or 	building is completed, whichever is earlier, but not exceed a period of two years.
(5) 	A designated parking area with at least five parking spaces as approved by the 	city manager shall be provided in connection with the use of a sales trailer.
		
	SECTION 2. Conflict.  All ordinances or portions of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Hallandale Beach in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance shall be repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION 3. Severability.   Should any provision of this ordinance be declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole, or any part thereof, other than the part declared to be invalid.

	SECTION 4. Codification. It is the intention of the Mayor and City Commission that the provisions of this ordinance be incorporated into the Code of Ordinances; to effect such intention the words “ordinance” or “section” may be changed to other appropriate words.

	SECTION 5. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon adoption.
