A. PRESENTATION AND DISCUSSION OF THE CITY'S PRIORITIES FOR THE 2014 STATE LEGISLATIVE SESSION
Mayor Cooper introduced the Item.

Senator Sobel provided an overview of some of the priorities her Legislative Committee will be working on during the 2014 Legislative Session, including Beach Re-nourishment, regulation of Vacation Rentals, regulation of Sober/Recovery Homes and monitoring of Sexual Predators and Child Protection agencies.
Representative Gibbons provided an overview of some of the priorities he will be working on this Session, including Beach Re-nourishment and Gaming.  
Mayor Cooper noted her support for implementation of a registry for Sober Homes located within the City.  Additionally, Mayor Cooper spoke in support of gaming initiatives that encourage portability and preserve local municipality agreements.
Commissioner Lazarow spoke in support of establishing regulations for Sober Homes.  

Mayor Cooper outlined the City’s 2014 State Legislative Priorities as follows: Beach Re-nourishment, Transportation, Gaming, Flood Control and Mitigation, Pension Reform, Ocean Outfall, Home Rule, Local Business Tax receipts and Public Lodging Establishments.  
City Manager Miller answered questions posed by the City Commission, Senators and State Representatives.  
The City Commission, State Senators and State Representatives discussed the appropriation requests and legislative priorities presented.
