



MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, HELD ON WEDNESDAY, FEBRUARY 5, 2014 AT 6:00 P.M., CITY COMMISSION CHAMBERS, 400 SOUTH FEDERAL HIGHWAY, HALLANDALE BEACH, FL 33009
CALL TO ORDER FOR THE PLANNING & SCHEDULING SESSION 
Mayor Cooper called the Planning and Scheduling Session to Order at 6:09 P.M. in the Commission Chambers.

Commissioners Julian, Lazarow, Vice Mayor Lewy and Mayor Cooper, City Manager Miller and City Attorney Whitfield – All Present.
Commissioner Sanders was absent from the Planning and Scheduling Session.   

Mayor Cooper requested staff include the following meeting on the City Commission’s Monthly Calendar - Broward League of Cities Monthly Meeting: 1st Thursday of the month at 12:00 P.M. (various locations).  
City Manager Miller announced that the ‘Fourth Friday on Foster Road Event’ will be held in Honor of Black History Month on Friday, February 28th, 2014 from 6:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. on Foster Road.  

The City Commission discussed the Calendar of Events scheduled for February 5th, 2014 through March 5th, 2014.

City Manager Miller announced that the upcoming Budget Awareness Townhall Meetings are tentatively scheduled during March 2014.  Additionally, City Manager Miller suggested that to increase resident accessibility and engagement three (3) in-person Budget Awareness Townhall Meetings and one (1) Telephone/Virtual Townhall Meeting for the FY14/15 Budget Cycle, should be held.  
Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, Sheena D. James, City Clerk, provided a brief overview of the Telephone/Virtual Townhall Meeting process.

The City Commission discussed City Manager’s recommendations and reached the following consensus:

· To direct staff to schedule four (4) Budget Awareness Townhall Meetings for the FY14/15 Budget Cycle as follows: 1 meeting at Ingalls Park (Southwest); 1 meeting at Foster Park (Northwest); 1 meeting at a Condominium located on the Eastside (Northeast/Southeast);  and 1 Studio-Styled Virtual Townhall Meeting (Citywide).

Mayor Cooper called the Meeting to Order at 6:31 P.M.

At the request of Mayor Cooper, Reverend David Pottier, Pastor of Victory Christian Center, led the evening prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.  
4. PRESENTATIONS

A. A PROCLAMATION PROCLAIMING THE MONTH OF FEBRUARY 2014 AS 'BLACK HISTORY MONTH' (STAFF: CITY CLERK) (SEE BACKUP)
The City Commission presented the Proclamation to Reverend David Pottier, Pastor of Victory Christian Center.

Reverend Pottier thanked the City Commission for the Honor. 
5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION - (To be heard at 6:30 P.M.)(Speakers must sign-in with the City Clerk prior to the start of the meeting) 
Maggie Ivanovski, 437 Golden Isles Drive, Hallandale Beach, spoke in support of On-Body Worn Officer Camera systems and commended the City Commission for taking this initiative.  Additionally, Ms. Ivanovski suggested the City Commission consider installation of surveillance cameras on main thoroughfares and public facilities throughout the City.  

Answering the public comment, Mayor Cooper spoke in support of On-Body Worn Officer Camera systems and the Red Light Traffic Camera system. 

Vice Mayor Lewy spoke concerning the importance of the public’s right to privacy.  

6. COMMISSIONER COMMUNICATIONS - Items not on the Agenda

A. COMMISSIONER JULIAN

Commissioner Julian noted the success of the Kiwanis Club of Hallandale Beach 1st Annual Hispanic Festival, which was held on February 1st, 2014 at the Cultural Community Center.
Commissioner Julian announced the Kiwanis Club of Hallandale Beach 9th Annual Pasta Dinner, which
will be held on Friday, March 28, 2014, at the Cultural Community Center located at 410 SE 3rd 

Street, Hallandale Beach. 
B. COMMISSIONER LAZAROW

Commissioner Lazarow thanked the Code Compliance Division for following up on a case of unlicensed dog breeding activities within the City.

Commissioner Lazarow thanked Staff and Burckhardt Construction for their efforts in alleviating the feral cat issue at the South Beach Park site.   

Commissioner Lazarow spoke concerning the need for speedy completion of the construction project along AIA/South Ocean Drive. 
C. COMMISSIONER SANDERS
Commissioner Sanders spoke concerning the “One Hallandale” Initiative noting that it aims to unite the Community through a common goal, the Citywide Parks Improvement Project.”  Additionally, Commissioner Sanders spoke on the need to advance causes that promote unity among the east and west sections of the Hallandale Beach community.  
 The City Commission discussed the “One Hallandale” Initiative and reached the following consensus.   
Consensus:

· To support the “One Hallandale” Initiative.

D. VICE MAYOR LEWY

Answering questions posed by Vice Mayor Lewy, Steven Parkinson, Director of Public Works, provided a status update on the AIA Construction project noting that the anticipated completion date is April 2014.

Answering questions posed by Vice Mayor Lewy, Director Parkinson and Carlos Acosta, City Engineer, provided a status update on the NE 14th Avenue Construction Project noting that the anticipated completion date is March 2014, with the exception of isolated work at 7th and 9th Streets and 2nd and 3rd Streets.

Consensus:

· To direct staff to provide the City Commission with Project Schedules for A1A and NE 14th Ave. Projects.
Answering questions posed by Commissioner Lazarow, Dwayne Flournoy, Police Chief, provided an overview of the traffic control and safety measures implemented during the construction of the A1A Construction Project.  
E. MAYOR COOPER 

Mayor Cooper noted that there may be grant funding available through the Florida Department of Transportation for the Recreational Trail Program, and suggested staff research appropriate grants for improvements at Chaves Lake.
Consensus
· To direct staff to draft a Resolution in support of bills related to the prohibition of the sale of E-Cigarettes to minors being presented at the State level and to bring back for City 
Commission consideration during the February 19, 2014 City Commission Meeting.
· To direct staff to draft a Resolution urging the Broward County Commission to use “Bed 
Tax” dollars wisely to promote tourism in the City and opposing the use of “Bed Tax” dollars to finance the Florida Panther’s debt repayment obligations for the BB&T Center, and to direct staff to bring back for City Commission consideration.  Mayor Cooper spoke concerning the General Accounting Standards Board (GASB) 67 and GASB 68 requirements for Reporting on Government Pension Liabilities.  
Consensus:

· Staff to research the State’s additional requirements for actuarial valuations and reporting pension liabilities, draft a resolution in opposition of any additional reporting requirements by the State, and bring back for City Commission consideration.
Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, City Attorney Whitfield provided an overview of the 
requirements of Florida Statute 790.333, Sport Shooting and Training Range Protection; Liability; 
Claims, Expenses, and Fees; Penalties; Preemption; Construction.
7. CITY ATTORNEY COMMUNICATIONS  - Items not on the Agenda
City Attorney Whitfield had no Communications. 

8. CITY MANAGER COMMUNICATIONS - Items not on the Agenda
City Manager Miller announced that the Building Division was rated by the Insurance Service Organization (ISO) under the Building Code Effectiveness Rating Schedule and has received an ISO rating of three (3) rating for residential, and two (2) for  commercial construction, which may result in lower insurance rates for development within the City.  

Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, City Manager Miller noted that no municipalities within Broward County have received a rating of one (1), the highest score in either category. 

The City Commission congratulated the Building Division on the accomplishment and reached the
