RESOLUTION NO. 2014 - 

 A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO PREPARE A BUDGET TRANSFER IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED FORTY NINE THOUSAND ($49,000) DOLLARS FROM A CONTINGENCY FUND TO THE CITY MANAGER PROJECTS FUND TO FINANCE NECESSARY REPAIRS TO FIRE STATION #60 ON NORTH BEACH; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 


[bookmark: _GoBack]WHEREAS, the roof of Fire Station # 60 located on North Beach, has been experiencing frequent leaks and roofing problems; and

WHEREAS, leaks throughout the building are affecting not only the fire department operations, but also the community center which is being leased out as a sales center for Beachwalk; and

WHEREAS, the leaks occur every time it rains and it requires constant repairing and patching; and

WHEREAS, an evaluation has determined that the installation of a more effective roofing system would be a long term resolution to the problem instead of a temporary one; and

WHEREAS, three bids have been obtained, and the amount of repairs will be under the City Manager’s spending authority; and

WHEREAS, the City Manager would need to transfer funds from a contingency fund to finance the recommended repairs to the Fire Station roof; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 10, Section 10-31 Authority for Budget Transfer, does not authorize the City Manager to make a transfer from a contingency fund without the approval of City Commission; and 

WHEREAS, the City Administration has determined that the budget transfer is necessary to finance the necessary repairs to the roof, and recommend to the Mayor and City Commission the approval of said budget transfer.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.	Approval of Budget Transfer.  The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager to transfer the sum not to exceed Forty-nine thousand ($49,000) dollars from the contingency fund to Account 810-2250-522-3299 “City Manager Projects” to be utilized to effectuate repairs at Fire Station # 60.  	

SECTION 2.	Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
