A. PRESENTATION BY THE FLANAGAN HIGH SCHOOL AND WALTER C. YOUNG MIDDLE SCHOOL CHAPTERS OF STUDENTS WORKING AGAINST TOBACCO (SWAT) ENCOURAGING THE CITY COMMISSION TO PROPOSE A RESOLUTION RESTRICTING THE SALE OF FLAVORED TOBACCO PRODUCTS. (SPONSORED BY: MAYOR COOPER)

Mayor Cooper introduced the Item and turned the presentation over to the representatives.  Nisha Eapen, Teacher, Flanagan High School, and Janell Acosta, President, Students Working Against Tobacco (SWAT), Flanagan High School Chapter, gave a presentation urging the City Commission to adopt a Resolution in support of the SWAT initiative to restrict the sale of candy flavored tobacco products.  
Answering questions posed by Commissioner Lazarow, Ms. Eapen stated that similar Resolutions have been adopted by the City of Pembroke Pines and the Town of Southwest Ranches.

· To direct staff to prepare a Resolution in support of the SWAT initiative to restrict the sale of flavored tobacco products and to bring back the resolution for consideration by the City Commission at the March 19, 2014 meeting.

Maggie Ivanovski, 437 Golden Isles Drive, spoke concerning a recent Request for Public Records for the original building plans of the Golden Horn Condominium.  She added that she was advised that the records were not available as they were destroyed in accordance with the State Record Retention Schedule.  Ms. Ivanovski questioned the appropriateness of the City’s records destruction process and asked why the owners were not made aware that the records were being destroyed.
Answering the public comment, City Manager Miller stated that City records are destroyed in accordance with the State’s Record Retention Schedules, and it is not the City’s practice to preserve records past the established retention period.

Vice Mayor Lewy spoke concerning Citizens Privacy Rights and noted that with the technological advancements of Body-Worn Office Camera Systems it is necessary to support statutory amendments to the Public Records Laws to protect victims of crime.

City Manager Miller pointed out that Senate Bill 534 includes an exemption of the new reporting requirements for the Florida Retirement System.
