RESOLUTION NO.  2014 - 

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE MAJOR DEVELOPMENT PLAN (APPLICATION # 88-13-DB) FOR THE PROJECT KNOWN AS AND LOCATED AT  2000 SOUTH OCEAN DRIVE, IN SUBSTANTIALLY THE ATTACHED FORM, IN ACCORDANCE WITH ARTICLE V, SECTION 32-782 OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH CODE OF ORDINANCES, ZONING AND LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE, APPROVING THE ASSIGNMENT OF 32 RESIDENTIAL FLEXIBILITY UNITS IN ACCORDANCE WITH ARTICLE III, DIVISION 2, SECTION 32-157 OF THE ZONING AND LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE AND FOR ALL OTHER PURPOSES.
WHEREAS, GPH Regency, LLC (“Applicant”) owns properties located at 2000 South Ocean Drive, more particularly described in “Exhibit A” attached hereto; and 
WHEREAS, the Applicant submitted applications to the City for: (i) major development approval for the proposed development; (ii) the re-platting of the parcel; (iii) assignment of 32 residential flex units; (iv) waivers of specific Code provisions: parking, setbacks, height, landscaping, and temporary sales structure; and (v) for a variance from Chapter 8, Article III, to construct the proposed building eastward of the Coastal Construction Control Line (CCCL), in order to construct a 38 story, residential building with 64 units and associated parking garage (“Project”); and
WHEREAS, the property is located within the Planned Development Overlay District (PDD), and therefore, the requirements of Article III, Section 32-174 also apply to the property; and
WHEREAS, properties zoned PDD are permitted densities consistent with the City’s Future land Use Plan. Accordingly, the Residential High Density-2 (RM-HD-2) land use designation allows densities up to 50 units per acre.  The proposed density (49.3 dwelling units per acre) is permitted subject to the City Commission assigning the use of 32 Flexibility units for the project; and
WHEREAS, all site development standards in a PDD are negotiated between the City and the Applicant as part of the development process in accordance with the PDD regulations.  PDD zoning provides the flexibility to determine the appropriateness of a code modification based on the suitability to the specific site rather than the variance process; and 
WHEREAS, the Project is subject to a major development review approval pursuant to Article V, Section 32-782  of the City of Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinances, Zoning and Land Development Code; and 
WHEREAS, on January 22, 2014, the Planning and Zoning Board reviewed the application for major development review and rendered a recommendation of denial to the Mayor and City Commission; and 
WHEREAS, City administration recommends approval of Major Development Application #88-13-DB, subject to the conditions enumerated in the staff report to the Planning and Zoning Board dated January 22, 2014; and  
WHEREAS, City administration has no objections to the City Commission assigning the use of 32 Flexibility Units from Flex Zone #93 to achieve 49.3 dwelling units per acre; and 
WHEREAS, a public hearing was conducted in accordance with the Quasi-Judicial procedures as adopted in Resolution 2003-1 and Florida Statutes § 286.0115; and 
WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission have determined based upon competent substantial evidence that:
· the proposed major development satisfies the goals and objectives of the Comprehensive Plan as well as the requirements of Sec. 32-787 of the City of Hallandale Beach Zoning and Land Development Code
· the proposed major development is in the best interest of the City
· the proposed major development will not adversely affect the public health, safety and welfare
and therefore approve the major development plan; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission have determined based upon competent substantial evidence that the assignment of the use of 32 flexibility units is in the best interest of the City, and will not adversely affect the public health, safety and welfare, and therefore approve the assignment.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:
	SECTION 1.  Approval of Major Development.  The Mayor and City Commission of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, hereby approve the major development plan for GPH Regency, LLC for their project known as 2000 South Ocean Drive, in substantially the attached form (“Exhibit B”) in accordance with Article V, Sec. 32-782 of the Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinance, Zoning and Land Development Code. 
	SECTION 2.	Approval of Assignment of 32 Flexibility Units.	The Mayor and City Commission of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, hereby approve the assignment of 32 Residential Flexibility Units to GPH Regency, LLC for their project located at 2000 South Ocean Drive, in accordance with Article III, Division 2, Section 32-157 of the Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinance, Zoning and Land Development Code.
	SECTION 3. 	Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
