1. CALL TO ORDER 

Mayor Cooper called the meeting to Order at 4:15 P.M.

3. PRESENTATION BY PFM MANAGEMENT, LLC, OF THE QUARTERLY INVESTEMENT RESULTS FOR SURPLUS FUNDS FOR THE QUARTER ENDED DECEMBER 31, 2013. (STAFF: ACTING DIRECTOR OF FINANCE) (SEE BACKUP)

Richard Pengelly, CFA, Senior Managing Consultant, PFM Asset Management, LLC, presented the investment results for surplus funds for the Quarter ended December 31, 2013, and answered questions posed by the City Commission.
Consensus:
· To direct Consultant to conduct analysis and provide report with recommendations regarding the City’s current policy for investment of Surplus Funds.

3. PRESENTATION OF RESULTS OF THE GENERAL EMPLOYEES AND PROFESSIONAL/MANAGEMENT EMPLOYEES DEFINED BENEFIT PENSION PLANS BY THE PRINCIPAL FINANCIAL GROUP (PFG) FOR THE QUARTER ENDED DECEMBER 31ST, 2013, AS WELL AS THE ANNUAL ACTUARIAL VALUATION REVIEW AS OF OCTOBER 1, 2013. (STAFF: DIRECTOR OF HUMAN RESOURCES) (SEE BACKUP)

ITEM #4.B. WILL BE HEARD AT 4:15 P.M.
Radu Dodea, Assistant Personnel Director, Steve Geadlemann, Investment Manager, Principal Financial Group, Dave Stocklass, Partner, Principal Financial Group, and Donald Huegerich, Senior Relations Manager of Principal Financial Group, presented the Quarterly Report and answered questions posed by the City Commission. 


Consensus:

· To direct staff to bring back a presentation, during the Budget Process, providing for recommendations to smooth out contribution for the City’s Defined Benefit Plan.


1. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION - (To be heard at 4:30 P.M.) (Speakers must sign-in with the City Clerk prior to the start of the meeting.)

Csaba “Chuck” Kulin, 600 NE 14th Avenue, Hallandale Beach, spoke in regard to issues on the City’s Northeast Drainage Project located on NE 14th Avenue, such as traffic flow disturbances and dust and debris on the roadway, and asked the City to ensure the streets are restriped and neighboring buildings refurbished back to their original condition once the project is completed.  
Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, City Manager Miller stated the City will be inviting condo association managers and presidents to a Community Meeting to discuss the City’s efforts to control traffic on NE 14th Avenue.  The City will then communicate with all condo residents subsequently. 
Consensus:
· To coordinate meetings with Condominium Associations to discuss possible property damage and appropriate action.

Vice Mayor Lewy noted that that the City will be discussing options to help improve the aesthetics of NE 14th Avenue after the completion the City’s Northeast Drainage Project.
Answering questions posed by Commissioner Lazarow, City Manager Miller stated the project began in February 2013.
Steven Parkinson, Director of Public Works, answered questions regarding the cost of the project to-date. Additionally, Director Parkinson stated the City has a Federal Emergency Management Agenda (FEMA) grant for $20 million for the Northeast, Southeast, and Southwest Drainage projects.
Consensus:
· To direct staff to Staff to provide report on Project’s Cost: how much is budgeted and how much has been spent to date.

Answering questions posed by Commissioner Lazarow, Director Parkinson stated the roadway construction will conclude by April 2014.
Commissioner Julian commented on the conditions of the roadwork and stated the City will be proactive to inform the contractors to clean up the streets. 
Denis Comtois, 700 NE 14th Avenue, Hallandale Beach, spoke regarding the noise disturbance caused by large diesel pumps in front of his home which are left running day and night.  Mr. Comtois commented on the disordered job by the construction crew throughout the project noting that the streets are left with dirt and debris which must be cleaned up promptly. 
Mayor Cooper stated that the City is sensitive to the issues with Lanzo Construction and the construction debris conditions of NE 14th Avenue.

Commissioner Lazarow stated her concern for the residents along NE 14th Avenue.
City Manager Miller stated that the City is working with liaisons from the Condo Associations and acknowledged the inconvenience for the residents caused by the construction.

7. CITY BUSINESS

A. DISCUSSION OF FUTURE INITIATIVES FOR RESIDENTIAL PARKING (STAFF: CITY MANAGER) (SEE BACKUP)

Deputy City Manager Daniel Rosemond provided a presentation on the future initiatives for residential parking along Foster Road, Atlantic Shores Blvd, Three Islands Parkway, Diana Drive, and the South Beach Parking lot. Deputy City Manager Rosemond described the City’s current residential parking situation as follows:
· Inadequate inventory in private parking lots;
· Inefficient layout/use of public on-street spaces; and,
· On-street spaces not regulated (controlled).
Mayor Cooper stated the need to ensure the parking along Diana Drive is being utilized by residents living along Diana Drive.  She suggested researching a seasonal on-demand permitted parking structure. 
Vice Mayor Lewy stated the need to phase in changes to NE Drainage Project along 14th Avenue and Diana Drive with the following options; parallel parking, 45 degree angle parking, and 60 degree angle parking. Vice Mayor Lewy also suggested implementing Option 3 to increase the number of parking spaces. 
Commissioner Julian expressed the desire to ensure the City provides adequate parking for its residents. 
After further discussion by the City Commission, the following consensus was reached. 
Consensus:
· Staff to provide cost analysis, schedule and recommendations for angle parking at 14th Ave.

Commissioner Lazarow spoke in opposition of the City creating regulations for private parking entities. 
Mayor Cooper opened the floor to public comment. 
Csaba “Chuck” Kulin – 600 NE 14th Avenue, Hallandale Beach, stated that many of the buildings do not have enough parking set aside for its residents. 
Mayor Cooper closed the floor to public comment.
