A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, SUPPORTING THE BROWARD METROPOLITAN PLANNING ORGANIZATION (BROWARD MPO) IN ITS EFFORTS TO SECURE FEDERAL FUNDING IN THE FORM OF A TRANSPORTATION INVESTMENT GENERATING ECONOMIC RECOVERY (TIGER) GRANT FOR ADDITIONAL SAFETY EQUIPMENT ALONG THE FLORIDA EAST COAST (FEC) RAILROAD CORRIDOR, AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Florida East Coast (hereinafter “FEC”) rail corridor is a linear rail corridor connecting historic mixed-use downtowns along Florida’s east coast; and

WHEREAS, rail/roadway grade crossings occur throughout the historic downtowns along Florida’s east coast; and

WHEREAS, railroads are vital for commerce, but they can also create high noise levels from passing train horns; and 

WHEREAS, the expansion of intermodal facilities such as Port of Miami, Port Everglades and the Port of Palm Beach will enhance the ability to increase and process freight, expanding economic activity in South Florida; and 

WHEREAS, these freight improvements are projected to increase the intensity of freight trains traversing the FEC corridor, both in number and size; and

WHEREAS, the installation of additional safety equipment at grade crossings will reduce neighborhood impacts from freight, and improve the economic vitality of historic mixed use downtowns and communities along the FEC corridor; and

WHEREAS, if the Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery (hereinafter “TIGER”) Grant application is successful, the municipalities along the FEC Corridor may be required to fund additional operational and maintenance costs directly related to the TIGER funded safety equipment pursuant to the existing terms of the FEC Agreements with each municipality.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

Section 1:	City Commission Support the MPO for TIGER Grant. The Mayor and City Commission hereby supports the Broward MPO in its efforts to secure Federal funding in the form of a Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery (TIGER) Grant for additional safety equipment to provide a safe area where train horns are not routinely sounded.

SECTION 2.	Directions to City Manager.  The Mayor and City Commission direct the City Manager to cause a copy of this resolution to be forwarded to all appropriate parties. 

	SECTION 3. 	Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
