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ORDINANCE NO. 2014 - 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA  CREATING SECTION 30-71, “CROSS CONNECTION CONTROL PROGRAM” TO PROVIDE A CONTROL SYSTEM TO PREVENT WATER CONTAMINATION THROUGHOUT THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH; PROVIDING FOR RESPONSIBILITY; PROVIDING CITY MANUAL FOR CROSS-CONNECTION CONTROL; PROVIDING FOR CUSTOMER RESPONSIBILITY; PROVIDING FOR CITY ENFORCEMENT; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
 

WHEREAS, the protection of the City’s potable water source is a matter of safety and security for residents of the City and the public at large; and

	WHEREAS, contamination to potable water can occur through such means as connections to polluted sources or backsiphonage (backflow); 

WHEREAS, one of the primary means of preventing such contamination of potable water supply is through the installation of backflow preventers; and

	WHEREAS, on November 2009, the City received a notice from the Broward County Health Department advising the need for a strong cross connection control program and requiring the City to establish and implement such a program to ensure the safety of drinking water by assuring that contamination does not cross through potable water lines; and

WHEREAS,  since November 2009, the City has initiated its process of strengthening its cross connection control systems through research, planning, purchase of software, coordination with other departments and agencies, investigation of administration options and inventory verification; and

	WHEREAS, as an added measure of protection to the City’s cross connection control systems, the City Administration recommends adoption of a  Cross Connection Control Ordinance to enforce the City’s Cross Connection Control Program to ensure compliance and enforcement of the City’s potable water source. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.	Division 2. Section 30-71. Reserved, of Chapter 30 is enacted to read as follows:

DIVISION 2. CROSS-CONNECTION CONTROL PROGRAM.
Section 30-71. Title. 
This division shall be known as “Cross-Connection Control Program”.

Section 30-72. Applicability.   
This division shall apply to all areas of the City of Hallandale Beach for which the city public works department provides retail service water. 

Section 30-73. Purpose.	
The purpose of this article is:
(a) To protect the public potable water supply of the City of Hallandale Beach from the possibility of contamination or pollution by containing within the customer system such contaminants or pollutants that could backflow into the utility system; and 
(b) To promote the elimination or control of existing unprotected cross connections, actual or potential, which would create backflow and backsiphonage, between the customer system and plumbing fixtures, and industrial piping systems; and 
(c) To provide for the maintenance of a continuing program of cross-connection control that will systematically and effectively prevent the contamination or pollution of the City of Hallandale Beach water distribution system.

Section 30-74.  Responsibility.

Under the rules of the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, Section 62-555.360, F.A.C., relating to cross connection, the city has the primary responsibility to prevent water from unapproved sources, or any other substances, from entering the water system.

Section 30-75.  City of Hallandale Beach Manual of Cross-Connection Control.

(a) The Director of Public Works or his/her designee shall promulgate a manual which shall be known as "City of Hallandale Beach Manual of Cross-Connection Control". This Manual lists the type of facilities and plumbing devices that require backflow prevention. The Manual may be amended from time to time by resolution adopted by the City Commission. 
(b) The "City of Hallandale Beach Manual of Cross-Connection Control" shall be deposited with and maintained by the director of public works or his/her designee and copies shall be available in the Office of the City Clerk for public use, inspection and examination. 

Section 30-76. Customer’s Responsibility.

(a) The customer's responsibility starts at the water service connection from the city potable water system. The costs of installing, operating and maintaining backflow preventers shall be the responsibility of the customers required by the director of public works or his/her designee to install and maintain backflow prevention. The customer shall maintain accurate records of the test and repairs made to the backflow prevention devices and provide the city with copies of such records as required in the manual.
(b) In the event of accidental contamination of the public or customer's potable water supply system due to backflow from the customer's premises, the customer shall promptly take steps to confine further spread of the contamination with the customer's premises and shall immediately notify the city of the hazardous condition.

Section  30-77. City Enforcement 
Violations of this Ordinance may be enforced by the following remedies, which are cumulative and may be pursued simultaneously or consecutively.

(a) The provisions in Sec. 30-76 notwithstanding, the requirements for the installation of a backflow preventer may be waived at the discretion of the director of public works or his/her designee, if such official finds that adequate protection against cross-connections is being provided by the customer.
(b) Service of water to any premise may be disconnected by the city if a required backflow prevention device is not installed, tested and maintained as required in the manual or has been removed or bypassed, or if unprotected cross-connections exist on the premises and there is inadequate backflow protection at the service connection. Water service will not be restored until such conditions or defects are corrected. All turn-off and turn-on service charges shall be paid by the consumer.
(c) Code enforcement action pursuant to Chapter 9 of the City’s Code of Ordinances, as may be amended for which each day or fraction thereof that the violation continues shall be considered a separate offense.
(e) Egregious violations may be treated as a misdemeanor offense and, upon conviction, punishment by fine not to exceed five hundred dollars ($500.00) and/or imprisonment in the County Jail not to exceed sixty (60) days or any other remedy available under the law.
(f)  Complaint for injunctive relief filed in the 17th Judicial Circuit in the State of Florida. 

SECTION 2.	Severability.  If any section, paragraph, sentence, clause, phrase or work of the Ordinance is for any reason held by any Court to be unconstitutional, inoperative, and invalid or void, such holding shall in no manner affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance. 

SECTION 3.	Conflict.  The provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed to control and prevail over any ordinance or portion thereof in conflict with the terms hereof.

SECTION 4. 	Codification. It is the intention of the Mayor and City Commission that the provisions of this ordinance be incorporated into the Code of Ordinances; to effect such intention the words “ordinance” or “section” may be changed to other appropriate words.

SECTION 5.	Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective as provided by law.
