City Manager/Executive Director Miller introduced the Item and turned the presentation over to staff.  Jennifer Frastai, Assistant City Manager, gave a presentation and answered questions posed by the City Commission/HBCRA Board of Directors. 

Consensus:

· To direct staff to clarify language within the Grant Guidelines regarding grant funding for training: staff training is a non-eligible expense; however, participant training will be an eligible expense.  

The City Commission/HBCRA Board of Directors discussed the composition of the joint City/HBCRA Community Partnership Grants Committee.  

Consensus:

· To direct staff to amend the Membership Requirements for the Mayor/Chair Appointment to allow for a ‘Representative from a Non-Profit Organization or an individual with extensive non-profit experience.’ 

Answering questions posed by Director Sanders, City Manager/Executive Director Miller clarified that upon approval of the Resolution, the HBCRA Community Advisory Committee will no longer be requested to review grant applications as part of their duties and responsibilities.   
The City Commission/HBCRA Board of Directors discussed the CRA’s Priority Areas and reached the following consensus.  

Consensus:

· To direct staff to amend the Grant Guidelines to include language that states the Joint City/HBCRA Community Partnership Grants Committee will remain sensitive while reviewing grant applications to ensure funding is diversified for each priority area and that funds are allocated adequately to each priority. 

· To direct staff to amend the Priority Areas of the HBCRA by removing the focus on Recreation, Cultural Facilities and Activities and Economic/Business Development and to remove language related to the geographical areas, i.e. the quadrants. The revision will read as follows:  “…Within these Priority Areas the HBCRA remains committed to the following activities: 

· Affordable Housing Attainability
· Recreation, Cultural Facilities and Activities
· Economic/Business Development 
· Workforce Development and Employment Opportunities for Local Residents…”

The City Commission/HBCRA Board of Directors discussed the Program Eligibility and the need to ensure the applicant maintains a valid Hallandale Beach Business Tax Receipt (BTR).  

Assistant City Manager Frastai clarified that maintaining a valid Hallandale Beach BTR is a requirement for Eligibility and is outlined in the Community Partnership Grant Guidelines document.
