Keith London, 613 Oleander Drive, Hallandale Beach, requested a status update of his previous request concerning the need for maintenance of inoperable traffic lights at the Golden Isles neighborhood and advised that the lights by Hibiscus and Oleander drives and Hibiscus and Palm Drives are inoperable.  

City Manager Miller noted that the lights which were reported as inoperable at the last meeting are maintained by Florida Power & Light (FP&L), staff has since contacted FP&L and the lights are all operational.

At the request of Mayor Cooper, City Manager Miller provided an update regarding the negotiations with the US Postal Service to purchase the Post Office Property located at 500 S. Federal Highway, noting that the negotiations are at an impasse as the seller (US Postal Service) is being unreasonable on their selling price.  City Manager Miller suggested as an alternative, to research the feasibility of negotiating a 50-foot easement for an entranceway to Bluesten Park from Federal Highway/US-1.

Mayor Cooper, noted that the request made by the Three Island Safe Neighborhood District for removal of the guard arms at the entrance of the District is in conflict with the recommendations from the Hallandale Beach Police Department.  City Manager Miller indicated the need for further discussions with the Community. To that end, the Police Department will coordinate a series public meetings to properly vet the recommendations and then provide the City Commission/Board of Directors with a report outlining recommendations based on the Community’s input.

No. 2, which will become vacant effective May 12th, 2014.  Additionally, City Attorney Whitfield pointed out that, should the City Commission be unable to reach consensus, they must also decide what type of ‘lot’ mechanism will be used to make the selection, as required by the City Charter.

(ACU); AND AUTHORIZING AN ADDITIONAL TEN PERCENT (10%) CONTINGENCY FOR UNFORESEEN CIRCUMSTANCES; FURTHER AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO ISSUE A SUBSEQUENT REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS (RFP) FOR THE REMAINING SIGNS IN THE PROGRAM, AUTHORIZING THE AWARD OF PROPOSALS TO THE LOWEST RESPONSIBLE BIDDER(S) FOR A TOTAL AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED TWO-HUNDRED AND NINETY-FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS ($295,000); AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. (STAFF:  DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC WORKS) (SEE BACKUP)
Vice Mayor Lewy introduced the Item.  City Manager Miller gave a presentation and answered questions 

posed by the City Commission. 

Commissioner Julian spoke in opposition of the proposed Resolution noting that the price is too high.  Additionally, Commissioner Julian recommended staff research the feasibility for refurbishing the existing entranceway signage at Hallandale Beach Boulevard and Interstate 95.  

Answering questions posed by Commissioner Lazarow, City Manager Miller noted that there is no indication that the estimates provided for way finding signage are skewed, and therefore staff does not foresee having to return to the City Commission to request additional funding.  

Commissioner Lazarow spoke in support of the proposed Resolution.
