RESOLUTION NO. 2014 - 

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO PROCEED PURSUANT TO THE TERMS OF THE MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN SOUTHEAST FLORIDA GOVERNMENTAL PURCHASING COOPERATIVE AND MACMILLAN OIL CO. OF FLORIDA, INC., FOR THE PURCHASE OF DIESEL FUEL AND UNLEADED GASOLINE FOR AN AMOUNT NOT-TO-EXCEED THE BUDGETED AMOUNT FOR FUEL PURCHASES FOR THE FISCAL YEAR AND FOR THE TERM OF THE AGREEMENT; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach (“CITY”) participates in the Southeast Florida Governmental Purchasing Co-operative Group (Coop) which is comprised of governmental entities from Miami-Dade, Broward, and Palm Beach Counties; and

WHEREAS, the City of Coral Springs, acts as lead agency for the purchase of diesel fuel and unleaded gasoline; and

WHEREAS, on May 21, 2014, the Southeast Florida Governmental Purchasing Co-operative Group (Coop) awarded RFP #14-A-035 to MacMillan Oil of Florida, Inc., for a term from July 1, 2014 through March 31, 2017; and

WHEREAS, the City actively participates in coops in order to provide cost savings and cost avoidances; and

WHEREAS, the City Administration believes it is cost effective and in the best interest of the City to participate in the Southeast Florida Governmental Purchasing Cooperative for the purchase of diesel fuel and unleaded fuel.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

	SECTION 1.	City Manager Authorization.	The City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager to adopt a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) and other related documents, in substantially the same form as attached as Exhibit 2; between Southeast Florida Governmental Purchasing Cooperative and MacMillan Oil Co., of Florida, Inc., for the Purchase of Diesel Fuel and Unleaded Gasoline for an amount not to exceed the budgeted amount for fuel purchases for the fiscal year and for the term of the agreement.
