



MINUTES OF SPECIAL MEETING OF THE CITY COMMISSION, GOLDEN ISLES SAFE NEIGHBORHOOD DISTRICT BOARD OF DIRECTORS, AND THREE ISLANDS SAFE NEIGHBORHOOD DISTRICT BOARD OF DIRECTORS, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, HELD ON WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 16, 2013 AT 6:00 P.M., 6:05 P.M. AND 6:10 P.M. RESPECTIVELY, CITY COMMISSION CHAMBERS, 400 SOUTH FEDERAL HIGHWAY, HALLANDALE BEACH, FL 33009
1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Cooper called the Meeting to Order at 6:10 P.M.
2. ROLL CALL

Commissioners Julian, Lazarow and Sanders, Vice Mayor Lewy and Mayor Cooper, Acting City Manager Rafols and City Attorney Whitfield– All Present.
3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

4. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION - (To be heard at 6:00 p.m.)(Speakers must sign in with the City Clerk)

Maggie Ivanovski, 437 Golden Isles Drive, Hallandale Beach, spoke in opposition of the proposed budget for FY 2013-2014 noting that the City should refrain from utilizing reserves for funding day-to-day operations and reoccurring expenses. She further urged the City Commission to disapprove the proposed Budget for FY2013-2014 and direct staff to revise the proposed budget.  

Acting City Manager Rafols noted that the City Commission recommended budget for FY14 depicts a reduction in the use of reserves of $4.6 Million as compared to the FY 2012-2013 budget and a reduction in the General Fund of $610,000 which will be used to replenish the City’s Reserve Account. 

Commissioner Lazarow spoke in opposition of the City’s proposed budget for FY 2013-2014 and noted that the City’s reserve fund should not be used to fund operational expenses.   
Answering questions posed by Commissioner Sanders, Acting City Manager Rafols noted that the proposed budget includes an estimated $2.1 Million in salary increases resulting from the collective bargaining agreements with Police, Fire and General Employees; furthermore, the proposed budget includes a $2.3 Million decrease in the City’s annual required contribution to the Police and Fire Pension.   There is also an increase in the General Fund due to the increase services to be provided due to the redevelopment of three park facilities, expanded parks maintenance, and the replacement of playground equipment.  
Commissioner Sanders noted that not adopting the proposed budget will affect the services being provided to the residents.  And although he was not in complete agreement with all proposed expenditures, he does support the proposed budget.   

Commissioner Julian noted that although he was not in complete agreement with all the proposed expenditures for FY 2013-2014, he will support the budget as presented.  
Vice Mayor Lewy spoke in support of the budget for FY 2013-2014 as presented.  

Fred Burton, Property Owner, Hallandale Beach, spoke concerning the need for the City to re-evaluate its service fees to establish more cost-effective fees for business owners.  Additionally, Mr. Burton urged the City Commission to prioritize the interests of the residents during annual budget discussions.

Mayor Cooper provided opening remarks and turned the presentation over to Acting City Manager Rafols.   

Acting City Manager Rafols provided highlights of the budget by stating that the Millage Rate is proposed at 5.6833 Mills.  She further noted that there is a reduction in the use of reserves of $4.6 Million and a reduction in the General Fund of $610,000 to be placed in a fund used to replenish the General Fund Reserve account.  The Fire Assessment remains at $145, and the water y Base Rate is being reduced from $21.00 to $19.00; which is an approximate savings of $24 year to the average homeowner.  Additionally, Acting City Manager Rafols noted that as of October 1, 2013, the City will contracting with a new insurance carrier which will result in a reduction in Health Insurance Costs for City employees; finally, Acting City Manager Rafols noted the decrease in pension costs resulting from the collective bargaining agreements with Police, Fire and General employees. 

Acting City Attorney McKenney explained the City follows a script in order to ensure compliance with the Trim Notice Statute. 

NOTE:  The City Commission conducted scripted readings during Items 6.A. through 7.B. and Items 15.A through 15.B.   

Mayor Cooper stated that the Tentative Millage Rate set by the City Commission is 5.6833 Mills which will generate General Fund revenues of $22,041,477 representing a 7.1 percent increase over the Rolled-Back rate of 5.3070 Mills.  The specific purpose for which ad valorem tax revenues are being increased is to maintain services at a fiscally responsible millage rate.
Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.

Mayor Cooper introduced the Item and opened the Public Hearing. 
Fred Burton, Property Owner, Hallandale Beach, questioned whether the Annual Fire Protection Services Special Assessment is based on the parcel of land  or on residential/commercial units; additionally, he stated that his belief that the formula is disproportionate. 

At the request of the Acting City Manager Rafols, Daniel P. Sullivan, Fire Chief, clarified that the Annual Fire Protection Services Special Assessment is calculated at a cost per unit and is evaluated based on the total amount of recipients of fire protection services.  
Maggie Ivanovski, 437 Golden Isles Drive, Hallandale Beach, spoke in opposition of the Fire Assessment fees noting that the fees are duplicated as residents are already paying taxes; she further requested itemization of the utilization of the fees collected. 

Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, Acting City Manager Rafols explained that the amount collected for Fire Protection Services on an annual basis is approximately 65% percent of the costs to provide fire protection services and include purchase of specialized equipment.  She added that the City ranks as the fifth lowest in fees for Fire Protection Services Fees in Broward County.

Mary Thompson, 613 NW 4th Avenue, Hallandale Beach, spoke concerning the City’s maintenance schedule for vacant lots and illegal dumping in the Northwest Quadrant of the City; Ms. Thompson further suggested the City Commission reevaluate its lot maintenance program.  Additionally, Ms. Thompson urged the City Commission to look at ways to further reduce the water and sewer rates as well as ways to increase involvement from absentee landlords.  
At the request of Mayor Cooper, Acting City Manager Rafols provided an overview of various programs offered by the City to assist residents with removal of illegal trash, obtaining a sewer credit and refund of their utility deposit.   
Fred Burton, Property Owner, Hallandale Beach, spoke concerning the need for more adequate property maintenance of vacant lots owned by the City.  

Mayor Cooper recognized Joseph Gibbons, State Representative, District 100, Florida House of Representatives.  Representative Gibbons announced upcoming training sessions for condominium boards to effectively meet the requirements of the Department of Business and Professional Regulations and commended the City of Hallandale Beach for their support of the initiative.
