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 I.
PURPOSE
The purpose of this policy is to establish guidelines for nominations of Pioneer(s) for the Broward County Historical Commission (BCHC) Pioneer Day recognition ceremony.

The Award is intended to recognize individuals that are living pioneers within the City of Hallandale Beach who will be honored at a special ceremony hosted by the BCHC. 
II.
DEFINITIONS
Hallandale Beach Pioneer(s): A living individual(s) who lived in Hallandale Beach for fifty (50) years and who has contributed and promoted unity and harmony within the community.
Pioneer Day recognition ceremony: Annual event hosted by the Broward County Historical Commission whereby individuals are honored for there contributions to there community as Pioneers.  The event is generally held in October of each year.
Selection Committee:  shall be the Hallandale Beach Historical Board (HBHB) members which will have the final decision.

III.
POLICY/PROCEDURES
      
A. NOMINATION SUBMISSION

Nominations for recognition can be submitted by groups or individuals throughout the year to the Hallandale Beach Historical Board by completing the attached application. (Pioneer Nomination and Biographical Data Form for Pioneer Day)  The Hallandale Beach Historical Board will take a proactive approach with seeking nominations for the award.

Nomination applications may be mailed to churches, schools, and organizations, advertised in bulletins and the news media by the Board.

Nominations must be submitted by the second week of May, each year.


B. APPLICATION REQUIRMENTS
1. Applications will include the information:

a. Pioneer Nominees Name



b. Address



c. Phone number



d. Pioneer nominees should share as many memories, photographs 



     and memorabilia as possible in the application. Information 



     should be provided in narrative form.
d. and other information as may be requested on the application.

C. SELECTION PROCESS

1. The Selection Committee shall be responsible for making the final nominations to the BCHC for receipt of the Pioneer Days recognition.  

2. The Selection Committee shall review and rank applications based on accomplishments, number of residents affected by the accomplishments, and years of service within the community.  The criteria for the selection of the nominees will be based on the discretion of the HBHB as they deem necessary.

3. The Selection Committee's final recommendations will be completed, and the City Commission notified, via the City Managers Office, two weeks prior to the second Commission meeting in June.
4. For those nominees who do not meet the minimum qualifications, but the Committee feels should still be recognized, the Committee can recommend the nominee be honored by the placement of a brick around the Curci House Complex.

5. The Award recipient will be honored at the BCHC annual Pioneers Day celebration and may be recognized at a future City Commission event.

IV.
ADDITIONAL INFORMATION, REQUIREMENTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES.

The City Manager’s Office, in conjunction with the Hallandale Beach Historical Board, will be responsible for modifications and updates to this policy as required.  
The policy may be amended as needed after the first submission of nominees
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
