



MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, HELD ON WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 3, 2014 AT 6:30 P.M., CITY COMMISSION CHAMBERS, 400 SOUTH FEDERAL HIGHWAY, HALLANDALE BEACH, FL 33009
CALL TO ORDER FOR THE PLANNING & SCHEDULING SESSION 
Mayor Cooper called the Planning and Scheduling Session to Order at 6:09 P.M. in the Commission Chambers.

Commissioners Grachow, Lazarow and Sanders, Vice Mayor Julian and Mayor Cooper, City Manager Miller and City Attorney Whitfield – All Present.
The City Commission discussed the Calendar of Events scheduled for September 3rd, 2014 through October 1st, 2014.
Consensus:

· To direct staff to work with Burkhardrt Construction Inc. to change the South Beach ‘Coffee with the Crew’ event form Tuesday, September 23rd to Wednesday, September 24th.
Mayor Cooper announced that she will be away from the City on September 5th, 2014 through September 14th, 2014.  Vice Mayor Julian will be Acting Mayor during her absence. 

City Attorney Whitfield advised that at the request of the City Commission, she is organizing an Ethics Training Series.
The City Commission discussed possible dates and times for presentation of the City Attorney’s Ethics Training Series.  City Attorney Whitfield suggested the City Commission hold the training sessions on the same day as the City Commission’s First Meeting of the Month beginning October 1st, 2014 at 2:00 P.M.  

Consensus:

· To direct staff to schedule the City Attorney’s Ethics Training Series for the First Wednesdays of the Month at 2:00 P.M. in the Commission Chambers beginning on October 1st, 2014. Staff should invite City Advisory Board and Committee members to attend.

5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION - (To be heard at 6:45 P.M.)(Speakers must sign-in with the City Clerk prior to the start of the meeting) 
Judith Selz, 717 Layne Blvd, Hallandale Beach, spoke in support of the Neighborhood Employability Enhancement Directive (NEED) Program.  
Etty Sims, 1000 NE 5th Street, Hallandale Beach, spoke concerning the Performance Review Process for those employees hired by the City Commission noting the importance for handling these matters in a public forum as part of a properly noticed Agenda Item.  Ms. Sims recommended the City Commission adopt a formal Performance Evaluation Process.  Additionally, Ms. Sims spoke concerning the City’s turnaround time for On-Demand Bulk Pick-up requests noting that the City’s program needs to be reevaluated for efficiency. 

Answering the public comment, City Manager Miller noted that the referenced incident was not related to the City’s ‘On-Demand Pickup Service,’ but rather an incident regarding illegally dumping, which was handled in accordance with Code Compliance requirements. 
Mayor Cooper pointed out that Item #12.A. on this evening’s Agenda is Second Reading of an Ordinance establishing a Civil Citation process for Code Compliance matters.  Furthermore, Mayor Cooper noted that the City Attorney and City Manager’s Performance Evaluation were properly scheduled  and noticed  as part of the August 11th, 2014 FY15  Budget Workshop/Special Meeting which was a publicly noticed meeting. 
Commissioner Lazarow stated that the specific discussion regarding award of bonuses for the City Attorney and the City Manager was not delineated on the Agenda. 

The City Commission discussed the proposition of establishing a formal Performance Evaluation Process for the City Attorney and City Manager.

BY MAYOR COOPER, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER GRACHOW, TO DIRECT STAFF TO DISCLOSE ON THE AGENDA ITEM FOR ANNUAL PERFOMANCE REVIEWS OF THE CITY ATTORNEY AND CITY MANAGER, THE FOLLOWING:  “DISCUSSION OF EMPLOYEE COMPENSATION”; AND TO REQUIRE EACH MEMBER OF THE CITY COMMISSION TO SUBMIT WRITTEN EVALUATION AND RANKING SHEETS DURING THE DISCUSSION; THE BLANK EVALUATION FORMS WILL BE PROVIDED TO THE CITY COMMISSION WITH RELEASE OF THE AGENDA. The Motion carried on a 4/1 voice vote (Commissioner Lazarow voted No)
Sharon Jordan, Program Coordinator for the Neighborhood Employability Enhancement Directive (N.E.E.D.), 1081 NE 187th Terrace, Miami Shores, spoke concerning the NEED program noting that she was not timely notified of the City’s plans for discontinuing the program. 
Mayor Cooper spoke highly of the NEED program; however, she noted that the program in its current structure needs to change for greater efficiency.   

City Manager Miller noted that the NEED Program Coordinator is a grant-funded position, and the contract term will end on September 30th, 2014.  Additionally, City Manager Miller invited Ms. Jordan to schedule a meeting with her to further discuss her concerns, and encouraged Ms. Jordan to apply for available City positions through the new Hallandale Opportunity Program (H.O.P.) Program which will be implemented on October 1st, 2014. 
Commissioner Sanders spoke in support of more efficient job training programs. 
The City Commission discussed whether or not it was appropriate to discuss employee matters on the dais.  
Kenneth Graham, 741 SW 7th Terrace, Hallandale Beach, spoke in support of the N.E.E.D Program and thanked the City Commission for their support. 

Gerald Dean, 726 NW 1st Court, Hallandale Beach, Florida, spoke in support of the N.E.E.D Program noting its success.  Mr. Dean recommended the City Commission reconsider the N.E.E.D Program and include the new ‘Hallandale Opportunity Program’ (H.O.P) program as an additional component.  
6. COMMISSIONER COMMUNICATIONS - Items not on the Agenda

A. COMMISSIONER GRACHOW
Commissioner Grachow spoke concerning the NE 14th Avenue Drainage Project and suggested staff research the feasibility and costs to bury overhead utilities along NE 14th Avenue and Diana Drive. 

City Manager Miller advised that Florida Power & Light indicated the cost is approximately $1Million per mile. 

Consensus: 

· To direct staff to research the feasibility and costs for burying the overhead utilities along NE 14th Avenue and Diana Drive. 
· Access road between Golden Isles Drive & Diana Drive: staff to research the dredging of the canal and mechanism to circulate the water to eliminate accumulation of debris.

Commissioner Grachow spoke concerning the need for more stringent monitoring of speed requirements for ‘No-Wake’ and ‘Wake Zones’ for the Intracoastal Waterway most notably at the Southern End of Three Islands/Hollywood.  
Dwayne Flournoy, Police Chief, and Michael Martinez, Major, Hallandale Beach Police Department, explained the ‘Wake/No-Wake Zone’ parameters and speed requirements within the Intracoastal Waterway.  Major Martinez noted that in the past the City has tried to request ‘No-Wake Zone’ designation along the Intracoastal Waterway; however, the efforts have been futile.   
Consensus:

· To direct staff to provide the City Commission with a history of the City's efforts to have a No Wake zone designation along the Intracoastal waterway, south of the Hallandale Beach Boulevard Bridge.  Identify who is the controlling government agency, and the reason why a No-Wake zone designation has not been granted.
Commissioner Grachow encouraged the public to donate clothing and other items to the Austin Hepburn Center Thrift Store.  Mayor Cooper suggested the City partner with the Salvation Army to establish a Drop-off Site at the Austin Hepburn Center.

Consensus: 

· To direct staff to contact the Salvation Army to inquire if they are interested in partnering with the Hepburn Center to be a drop off site to work with the Human Services Department and its thrift shop. 
B. COMMISSIONER LAZAROW
Commissioner Lazarow stated that she was contacted by a Hallandale Beach resident regarding installation of an American with Disabilities Act (ADA) wheelchair ramp on the beach.  The resident will be attending the September 17th, 2014 City Commission meeting to make a presentation.  
C. COMMISSIONER SANDERS
At the request of Commissioner Sanders, the City Commission discussed the need for the Broward County School Board to host a Community Meeting in Hallandale Beach to provide information regarding the upcoming General Obligation Bond Referendum Question proposed by the School District of Broward County for an amount of $800 Million on the November 4, 2014 Municipal General Election Ballot.  
Consensus

· To direct staff to request the Broward County School Board facilitate a Community Meeting to discuss the General Obligation Bond as well as invite the School District to host a "Conversation with the District" within the City of Hallandale Beach. 
D. VICE MAYOR JULIAN
Vice Mayor Julian spoke of the success of the Kiwanis Club of Hallandale’s Hot Dog Fundraiser. 
Vice Mayor Julian spoke concerning the need for animal owners to properly care for their animals.  

Vice Mayor Julian issued a challenge to the Hollywood City Commission to participate in the Amyotrophic Lateral Sclerosis (ALS) Ice Bucket Challenge and suggested staff poll the Hallandale Beach City Commission for available dates and times; and to organize the event.   
Consensus

· To direct staff to organize the City Commission’s participation in the ALS Ice Bucket Challenge; the event will be recorded.  
E. MAYOR COOPER 
Mayor Cooper spoke concerning the need to maintain the canal at the access road between Golden Isles Drive and Layne Blvd. 
Consensus:
· To direct staff to research the dredging of the canal along the access road between Golden Isles Drive & Diana Drive; and mechanism to circulate the water to eliminate accumulation of debris. 
Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, City Manager Miller spoke regarding plans for securing additional funding for the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program.

· Follow-up on CDBG Program participation; staff to determine whether to participate in funding consideration thru the County or consider pursuing a direct allocation.
· To direct staff to advise if the City's partnership with H2U (Health to You) Aventura for parks program has been discontinued by H2U.

Item #14.A. & #14.C. were heard in conjunction. 

Mayor Cooper introduced the Item. 

City Manager Miller provided background information regarding the Item and turned the presentation over to staff. Keven Klopp, Director of Development Services, gave a presentation and answered questions posed by the City Commission. 
Answering question posed by the City Commission, City Attorney Whitfield explained that the amendment to the Florida East Coast (FEC) Railway Crossing Agreement ads All-Aboard Florida Operation, LLC as a party to the agreement.  Additionally, the City’s existing agreement is still in effect and stipulates that the City will pay for ongoing improvements at the SE/SW 3rd, Street and NW/NE 3rd Street crossings.
Answering questions posed by Commissioner Lazarow, City Manager Miller explained that although an estimated cost is not available, it is anticipated that the ongoing maintenance costs of the SE/SW 3rd and NW/NE 3rd Street crossings may exceed the City Manager spending authority of $50,000.  An Agenda Item authorizing this expenditure will be presented for consideration by the City Commission when ready. 
The City Commission discussed the advantages and disadvantages of the FEC Railway/All-Aboard Florida project.
