A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO REJECT ALL PROPOSALS TO RFP #FY2013-2014-010, DISPOSAL SERVICES FOR COMMERCIAL AND RESIDENTIAL YARD WASTE, BULK WASTE, CONSTRUCTION DEBRIS, HURRICANE DEBRIS, AND OTHER DEBRIS; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO ISSUE A NEW RFP INCORPORATING CHANGES TO THE SCOPE OF SERVICES; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


	WHEREAS, on May 1, 2014, the City of Hallandale Beach (“CITY”) advertised RFP #FY2013-2014-010 Residential and Commercial Disposal Services for yard waste, bulk waste, construction debris, hurricane debris and other miscellaneous debris materials; and

WHEREAS, on June 6, 2014, the City received three (3) proposals which were reviewed by the evaluation committee; and 
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WHEREAS, during their review, the evaluation committee determined that the scope of services specified within the RFP included certain disposal materials which should not have been included within the scope of services; and 

WHEREAS, newspapers, cardboard, and white goods should not be included in the scope of services because there is no cost to the City to dispose of these items; and

WHEREAS, clean wood, construction debris, roofing debris, street debris, integrated source separated, and asphalt should not be included in the RFP’s scope of service because they are not collected throughout the City’s Sanitation Division; and 

WHEREAS, the scope of services specified within the RFP should only include bulk materials, mixed bulk waste/yard waste, and vegetative materials/yard waste; and 

	WHEREAS, the City Administration is desirous of rejecting all submitted proposals and re-advertising a new RFP incorporating the recommended changes to the scope of services.
	
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

	SECTION 1. 	City Manager Authorization.  The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager to reject all proposals received, and authorizing the City Manager to issue a new RFP incorporating the changes to the scope of services.
