A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO PURCHASE QUICKLIME FROM THE USE OF CONTRACT #11-25B BETWEEN THE CITY OF TAMARAC AND CHEMICAL LIME COMPANY OF ALABAMA, LLC, D/B/A LHOIST NORTH AMERICA OF ALABAMA, LLC, AS ATTACHED AS EXHIBIT “2 “IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED ONE HUNDRED NINETY FIVE THOUSAND FOUR HUNDRED NINETY DOLLARS AND SEVENTY FIVE ($195,490.75) CENTS; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 


[bookmark: _GoBack]	WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 23-8 the City Manager may procure, without formal contract procedure, all supplies, materials, equipment and services, which are cooperative purchases and shall have the authority to join with other units of government in cooperative purchasing plans or to purchase pursuant to formal written contracts or competitive bids of other governmental units, when the best interests of the city would be served.  However, according to Chapter 23-11 the purchase of commodities or services of an estimated value in excess of $50,000 shall be approved by the city commission; and

WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach participates in the Southeast Florida Governmental Purchasing Co-operative (Coop) which is comprised of governmental entities from Dade, Broward and Palm Beach Counties to provide cost savings and cost avoidances to member entities by utilizing the buying power of combined requirements for common basic items; and

	WHEREAS, the City has been an active participant in the Coop in order to provide cost savings and cost avoidances that would be impossible for a city the size of Hallandale Beach to accomplish without the benefits of economy scale and presently purchases quicklime through its participation in the Co-operative group; and 

	WHEREAS, the City of Tamarac, acting as lead agency for the Southeast Florida Governmental Purchasing Cooperative Group (Coop) solicited bids through Bid #11-25B to furnish, deliver and discharge quicklime for the purpose of water treatment and has awarded Bid #11-25B to Chemical Lime Company of Alabama, LLC d/b/a Lhoist North America of Alabama, LLC for a term of three (3) years, ending October 31, 2014.  Included also is the option for an additional three (3) one (1) year renewals; and 

WHEREAS, the Coop contract for quicklime has been renewed for one (1) year ending on November 1, 2015; and 

WHEREAS, in FY 2013, one hundred sixty six dollars four hundred forty one dollars and twenty six cents ($166,441.26) was expended for quicklime, and FY 2014 (10/1/13 to 9/3/14), one hundred four thousand three dollars eighty two cents ($104,003.82) has been expended for quicklime; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach is able to utilize Contract #11-25B because of its participation in the Southeast Florida Governmental Purchasing Cooperative Group for a total amount of One Hundred Ninety Five Thousand Four Hundred Ninety Dollars and Seventy Five Cents ($195,490.75); and 

WHEREAS, the City Administration believes it is in the best interest of the City of Hallandale Beach to utilize Contract #11-25B Chemical Lime Company of Alabama, LLC d/b/a Lhoist North America of Alabama, LLC to purchase quicklime for the water treatment plant operations. 	

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:	

	SECTION 1.	City Manager Authorization.  The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager to approve a purchase order to Chemical Lime Company of Alabama, LLC d/b/a Lhoist North America of Alabama, LLC for a total amount of One Hundred Ninety Five Thousand Four Hundred Ninety Dollars and Seventy Five Cents ($195,490.75) to purchase quicklime for water treatment plant operations.  The City Manager is authorized to take necessary actions to implement the project. 

	SECTION 2.	Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
