RESOLUTION NO. 2014 - 
A Resolution of the MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION of THE City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, AWARDING BID #FY2013-2014-005, ANSIN BOULEVARD SIDEWALK, LANDSCAPING, AND SOLAR PEDESTRIAN LIGHT FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION  IMPROVEMENT PROJECT TO THE LOWEST, RESPONSIVE BIDDER, WEEKLEY ASPHALT PAVING, INC.; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER AND CITY ATTORNEY TO NEGOTIATE AND EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT WITH WEEKLEY ASPHALT PAVING, INC., IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED THREE HUNDRED FORTY THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED EIGHTY NINE DOLLARS AND THIRTY TWO ($340,289.32) CENTS; AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO ESTABLISH A TEN PERCENT (10%) CONTINGENCY FUND FOR UNFORESEEN CIRCUMSTANCES; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the City of Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinances, Section 23-3, Competitive Bidding Required, all purchases and contracts for equipment, supplies and contractual services, when the estimated cost shall exceed $50,000, shall be based on competitive bids.  Furthermore, pursuant to City Code of Ordinances, Chapter 23, Section 23-5 Award of Contract, The City Manager shall have the authority to recommend to the City Commission award of contracts; and


WHEREAS, the Ansin Boulevard corridor has a high number of pedestrians and motorists due to the close proximity of Hallandale Beach Boulevard to the South, Pembroke Road to the North, and I-95 to the West; and

WHEREAS, pedestrians, including a large number of students, are currently utilizing the grass and driveways to walk along the Ansin boulevard corridor, through an industrial area of the City, creating a need for enhanced pedestrian safety; and

WHEREAS, as a result of these concerns, on May 17, 2010, the City Commission authorized the submittal of an application through the Florida Department of Transportation’s (FDOT) transportation enhancement grant funding program, which resulted in FDOT awarding a grant in the amount of three hundred forty three thousand ($343,000) dollars for enhanced pedestrian safety and aesthetics along Ansin Boulevard; and


WHEREAS, the City retained Stephen H. Gibbs, Inc., to complete a survey in the corridor in the amount of thirteen thousand seven hundred fifty ($13,750) dollars and Eisman and Russo, Inc., to complete the design of the project in the amount of forty nine thousand three hundred ninety ($49,390) dollars.  The survey, design and permitting of the project have been successfully completed; and
WHEREAS, the project design includes several enhancements to the Ansin Boulevard corridor, including installation of a sidewalk; striped crosswalks; trees along the swales, and solar pedestrian lighting adjacent to sidewalks; and
WHEREAS, on July 18, 2014, the City released Bid FY 2013-2014-005 for Ansin Boulevard Sidewalk, Landscaping, and Solar Pedestrian Light FDOT Improvement Project; and
WHEREAS, on August 18, 2014, three (3) vendors submitted bids for the solicitation; and
WHEREAS, the City Administration reviewed the bids and Weekley Asphalt Paving, Inc., was the lowest, responsive bidder with a bid amount of three hundred forty thousand two hundred eighty nine dollars and thirty two ($340,289.32) cents; and
WHEREAS, the City Administration request a ten percent (10%) contingency fund for unforeseen circumstances, which is common during the performance of a street improvement project; and


WHEREAS, the City Administration recommends that the City Commission award Bid #FY2013-2014-005 to Weekley Asphalt Paving, Inc., for the Ansin Boulevard Sidewalk, Landscaping, and Solar Pedestrian Light FDOT Improvement Project, and authorize the City Manager and City Attorney to negotiate and execute an agreement with Weekley Asphalt Paving, Inc., in an amount not to exceed Three Hundred Forty Thousand Two Hundred Eighty Nine Dollars and Thirty Two ($340,289.32) Cents, and authorizing the City Manager to establish a ten percent (10%) contingency fund for unforeseen circumstances; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission have determined that the City Administration’s recommendations are in the best interest of the City and its residents.
  

NOW, THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:



SECTION 1.
City Commission Action.
The Mayor and City Commission hereby award Bid #FY2013-2014-005 for the Ansin Boulevard Sidewalk, Landscaping, and Solar Pedestrian Light FDOT Improvement Project to the lowest, responsive bidder, Weekley Asphalt Paving, Inc., in an amount not to exceed Three Hundred Forty Thousand Two Hundred Eighty Nine Dollars and Thirty Two ($340,289.32) Cents.

SECTION 2.
City Manager and City Attorney Authorization.
The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager and City Attorney to negotiate and execute an agreement with Weekley Asphalt Paving, Inc., in an amount not to exceed Three Hundred Forty Thousand Two Hundred Eighty Nine Dollars and Thirty Two ($340,289.32) Cents, and authorize the City Manager to establish a ten percent (10%) contingency fund for unforeseen circumstances.

SECTION 3.
Effective Date. 
This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
