A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA ACKNOWLEDGING THEIR APPROVAL OF THE MAIN GATEWAY ENTRANCE SIGNAGE PROJECT AND THEIR AGREEMENT TO FUND ALL OF THE DESIGN, INSTALLATION AND MAINTENANCE OF SAME AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE A STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) COMMUNITY AESTHETIC FEATURE AGREEMENT FOR THE SIGNS PLACEMENT ON HALLANDALE BEACH BOULEVARD AND I-95; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 


[bookmark: _GoBack]WHEREAS, on May 7, 2014, the City Commission awarded RFP #FY2012-2013-014 for the design, fabrication and installation of the City’s new main gateway entrance signage to Acolite Claude United Sign Company, Inc. and agreed to fund the costs of the sign, installation and maintenance; and  

WHEREAS, the main entrance gateway sign is to be located within FDOT right-of-way, and FDOT’s approval for the installation of the sign is required.  In November 2013, the City requested approval through FDOT’s Community Aesthetic Feature Program and received conceptual approval for the sign; and 

WHEREAS,  as part of the approval process, FDOT requires the City to enter into a Community Aesthetics Agreement, and further requires the City to acknowledge its approval of the project and agree to fund all costs for the design, installation, and maintenance of the City’s new main gateway entrance signage; and 

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City of Hallandale Beach and it’s residents to acknowledge approval of the main gateway entrance signage project, agreeing to fund all costs for the design, installation, and maintenance of the project and authorize the City Manager to execute a Community Aesthetic Feature Agreement with FDOT allowing the City to install the main gateway sign within FDOT right-of-way.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.	Main Gateway Entrance Signage Project Approval. The Mayor and City Commission hereby acknowledge their approval of the main gateway entrance signage project, and their agreement to fund all costs for the design, installation, and maintenance of the project.

SECTION 2.	City Manager Authorization. The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager to execute a Community Aesthetic Feature Agreement with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), and is authorized to execute the necessary documents to implement the project.

SECTION 3.	Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
