A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEEMENT WITH ANDREN TECHNOLOGY, LLC FOR SUPPORT AND SERVICES OF THE CITY’S SECURITY CAMERA SYSTEM FOR FY 2014-2015 IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED SIXTY FIVE THOUSAND ($65,000.00) DOLLARS, AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE ALL RELATED DOCUMENTS TO EFFECTUATE THE RENEWAL OF THE PROJECT; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

[bookmark: _GoBack]WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 23, Section 23-8 (6), Exception to Bid Requirements, and Section 23-9 Cooperative Purchase, the City Manager is authorized to procure supplies, materials, equipment and services from other governmental units, when the best interests of the City would be served subject to the requirement that any purchase in excess of $50,000 requires City Commission approval; and

WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach entered into a surveillance camera and building security system maintenance agreement with Aware Digital for the repair and maintenance of the surveillance and security systems in 2007; and

WHEREAS, the agreement with Aware Digital includes maintenance for cameras, both inside and outside of City building, automated entry door locks; and network servers and software to store and manage the video images and access control; and 

WHEREAS, the agreement allows for automatic renewals at the agreed upon eight percent (8%) maintenance rate, this rate is well below the industry standards of fifteen (15%) percent to eighteen (18%) percent for annual maintenance; and

WHEREAS, on April 14, 2014, Aware Digital closed its business and entered into a Consulting and Professional Services Agreement with Andren Technology, LLC for professional management services to ensure existing customers continuity of cable and video maintenance operations; and

WHEREAS, on July 11, 2014, maintenance responsibilities of the City’s video camera infrastructure were transferred from Aware Digital to Andren Technology, LLC, under the same terms and conditions as the previous agreement with Aware Digital; and


WHEREAS, sufficient funds have been budgeted to cover the expense of the agreement for fiscal year 2014-2015; and

WHEREAS, the City Administration recommends that the City renew the  Agreement with Andren Technology, LLC for maintenance for cameras both inside and outside of City building, automatic entry door locks, and network services to store video images and host the administrative system in the amount of Sixty Five Thousand ($65,000.00) dollars; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission have determined that it is in the best interest of the City and its residents to renew the aforementioned agreement with Andren Technology, LLC for Fiscal Year 2014-2015 and to authorize the City Manager to take the necessary actions to effectuate the renewal accordingly.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

	SECTION 1.	City Manager’s Authorization.  The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager to renew the agreement for maintenance of cameras, both inside and outside of City buildings, automatic entry door locks, and network services to store video images and host the administrative system with Aware Digital for fiscal year 2014-2015, in an amount not to exceed Sixty Five Thousand ($65,000.00). The City Manager is authorized to take necessary actions to effectuate the renewal. 

SECTION 2. 	 Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
