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RESOLUTION NO.  2014 - 

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO UTILIZE CONTRACT #ITB-2011-017 BETWEEN THE CITY OF NORTH MIAMI BEACH AND ARROW ASPHALT FOR AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED FIVE HUNDRED FIFTY SIX THOUSAND EIGHT HUNDRED THIRTY ONE ($556,831) DOLLARS FOR RESTORATION SERVICES IN CONNECTION WITH THE NE DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENT PROJECT; AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE ALL NECESSARY DOCUMENTS AND TO EXPEND FUNDS TO EFFECTUATE THE PROJECT; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 


WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 23, Section 23-8 (6),  Exception to Bid Requirements, and Section 23-9 Cooperative Purchasing, the City Manager is authorized to procure supplies, materials, equipment and services from other governmental units, when the best interests of the City would be served subject to the requirement that any purchase in excess of $50,000 requires City Commission approval; and
 
	WHEREAS, in 2006, the City Commission authorized staff to apply for a grant through the Florida Department of Emergency Management for the design and construction of the NE Drainage Improvement Project through the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program; and 

WHEREAS, during the design phase, it was determined that additional property easements would be required for the construction of the NE Drainage Improvement Project, specifically for the installation of two (2) pump stations and associated piping systems; and

WHEREAS, the City obtained easements from five (5) property owners.  In exchange for the easements, the City agreed to perform in-kind services for each of the properties, such as seal coating, enhanced landscaping, striping and connection to the new improved drainage system; and

WHEREAS, for the five (5) properties that provided easements for the construction of the project, the City Administration is recommending that their parking lots be overlaid with asphalt.  For other properties along NE 14th Avenue, the City Administration is recommending that the properties be seal coated; and

WHEREAS, as the project nears completion, Staff is coordinating the desired restoration work for both the roadway and the affected parking lots; and

WHEREAS, comprehensive research was performed and staff was able to locate a contract (#ITB-2011-017) being utilized by the City of North Miami Beach with Arrow Asphalt for restoration work.  Therefore, the City Administration is recommending that contract #ITB-2011-017 be utilized as the procurement method to perform the necessary work; and

WHEREAS, the NE Drainage Improvement Project is funded by a FEMA Grant as well as CRA funds.  The additional costs necessary for restoration work require an allocation of general fund dollars; and

WHEREAS, the total funding for the restoration work is being provided through savings anticipated in the construction contract (approximately $200,000) and through salary savings due to position vacancies in various departments; and

WHEREAS, the City Administration recommends to the Mayor and City Commissioners that the City Manager be authorized to utilize contract #ITB-2011-017 between the City of North Miami Beach and Arrow Asphalt for an amount not to exceed five hundred fifty six thousand eight hundred thirty one ($556,831) dollars for restoration services in connection with the NE Drainage Improvement Project; and the City Administration formally notifies the Commission of the City Manager’s transfer of General Fund dollars of an amount not to exceed three hundred and fifty thousand ($350,000) for the project.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:	

SECTION 1.	City Manager’s Authorization.  The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager to utilize contract #ITB-2011-017 between the City of North Miami Beach and Arrow Asphalt for an amount not to exceed five hundred fifty six thousand eight hundred thirty one ($556,831) dollars for restoration services in connection with the NE Drainage Improvement Project. The City Manager is authorized to execute the necessary documents and expend the funds to effectuate the project.

	SECTION 2. 	Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
