Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, City Manager Miller spoke concerning the recent roll-out of officer-worn camera systems in Sanford, Florida, noting that a best-practice evaluation will be completed.

(FIRST READING) (STAFF: DIRECTOR OF DEVELOPMENT SERVICES) (SEE BACKUP & BACKUP FOR ITEMS #11.B., & #11.C) 

ON SEPTEMBER 23, 2014 THE PLANNING AND ZONING BOARD RECOMMENDED APPROVAL OF THIS ORDINANCE BY A ROLL CALL VOTE OF 6/0.

NOTE: AGENDA ITEMS #11.A., #11.B., & #11.C. WILL BE HEARD IN CONJUNCTION
City Attorney Whitfield noted that since release of the Agenda and discussion with the Intervening Party, there has been substantial material changes that will affect the title block of the Ordinance; pursuant to State Statute the revised Ordinance Title must be re-advertised, which will necessitate deferral of the First Reading until October 15th, 2014.  Further City Attorney Advised that the City Commission is permitted to proceed with discussion during this evening’s meeting.  
Consensus:

· To allow for re-advertising of the title blocks to defer the First Reading of Ordinances listed as Item #11.A., #11.B., & #11.C. until the October 15th, 2014 City Commission meeting.  
Mayor Cooper introduced Items #11.A #11.B. & #11.C.
Bonnie Miskel, Intervening Attorney, Dunay, Miskel, Backman & Blattner, representing LLP Energy 100 N. Federal, LLC advised that since the City Commission has decided defer First Reading the Ordinance until October 15th, 2014; she will defer the filed Motion to Intervene until such time and indicated that it may not even be necessary depending on what the City Commission decides this evening.       
Keven Klopp, Director of Development Services, Althea Jefferson, Planning and Zoning Manager and Anthea Gianniotes, Consultant, Urban Designer Director, Treasure Coast Regional Planning Council, Bill Spikowski, Consultant, Treasure Coast Regional Planning Council, gave a detailed PowerPoint presentation on the regulations of the proposed Central Regional Activity Center (RAC) and the West RAC regulating plans, and further answered questions posed by the City Commission.  
The City Commission discussed the proposed Building Height & Density within the Central RAC.   
Mayor Cooper suggested revising the calibrated approach to provide for greater intensity on the west side of Federal Hwy from Pembroke Rd to the properties just north of the proposed Arts Square project; and to amend the zoning designations to the rear in order to facilitate transitional mixed-use development.  
The City Commission discussed Mayor Cooper’s recommendation.
The City Commission discussed West RAC regulating plans.

City Manager Miller and Director Klopp provided possible amendatory language for proposed vested rights determination and possible amendments to provide flexibility for large parcels and answered questions posed by the City Commission.  

Answering questions posed by Mayor Cooper, City Attorney Whitfield advised that the proposed vested rights determination will be included in Ordinance noted as Item #11.A. on this Agenda.  She further advised that staff will vet the proposed language with stakeholders involved.  

The City Commission discussed the need to provide notification of the requirements of the new Ordinance once adopted to the affected property owners within the Planned Redevelopment District (PRD) Zoning District of the RAC.
After further discussion by the City Commission, the following consensus was reached. 

Consensus: 

· Central/West RAC – to direct staff to revise the Ordinances as necessary changing the regulating map to designate Transit Core to properties along the west side of Federal Hwy from Pembroke Rd to the properties just north of the proposed Arts Square project; add language providing flexibility for large projects (at least 5 acres in size); establish special provisions that add flexibility for projects sized 3-5 acres for a period of 6 months from date of adoption of the Ordinance.  

· To direct staff to provide mail notices after the passage of the Ordinance on Second Reading notifying affected property owners within the (Planning Redevelopment Overlay District) PRD Zoning District within the RAC of the new requirements and vested rights timeframes. 
· To direct staff to publish display advertisements regarding the upcoming Public Hearings for Ordinances #11.A., #11.B., & #11.C., in the Miami Herald, Sun Sentinel and the Broward Daily Business Review. 
Chair Cooper opened the floor to public comment. 

Tracy Lautenschlager, Attorney, Greenberg Traurig, suggested the City Commission consider revising the ordinance language to allow for an extension of time for larger parcels greater than (five) 5 acres of land. 
Alan Koslow, Becker & Poliakoff, Attorney Representing 801 N Federal LLC., spoke in support of the proposed amendments. 
Attorney Miskel, spoke in support of the proposed amendments and thanked the City Commission and staff for their efforts.

Chair Cooper closed the floor to public comment.

There was no further action taken concerning the Items.
