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RESOLUTION NO. 2015-
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA APPROVING CERTAIN COMMERCIAL RECREATION USES AND AMENDING THE MONITORING TOOL (“TRADE-OFF CHART”) USED TO TRACK THE MAXIMUM ALLOWED DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM AND TRAFFIC VOLUMES WITHIN THE VILLAGE OF GULFSTREAM PARK PLANNED LOCAL ACTIVITY CENTER (PLAC); AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, on August 6, 2014, the City Commission approved an amendment to the Development Order (DO) for the Village of Gulfstream Park, changing the development program to permit a limited amount of commercial recreation uses; and
WHEREAS, the limit on commercial recreation uses is based upon the number of trips generated by such uses; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Broward County Land Use Plan, as well as the Development Order (DO), the approval of commercial recreation uses may only occur through “tradeoffs” with other uses within the approved development program; and 

WHEREAS, a procedure for the consideration and approval of commercial recreation uses, to include updates to the “trade-off” chart, was established when the City Commission adopted Resolution 2014-79 and the Village of Gulfstream Park Commercial Recreation Development Tracking Chart (the Tradeoff Chart); and 

WHEREAS, the trade-off chart may only be amendment by Resolution of the City Commission; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Gulfstream Park has requested an amendment to the tradeoff chart for eight acres of the Village to be used for Commercial Recreation such that the installation of a Ferris wheel, a carousel, and possibly a pony ride attraction can be added to the development program, and

WHEREAS, an analysis of the trips such uses will generate has been prepared by the applicant’s traffic engineering consultant subject to verification by the City’s traffic consultant and such trips will be added to the attached proposed trade-off chart revision.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.  Approval of Commercial Uses. The Mayor and City Commission hereby approve the proposed installation of a Ferris wheel and carousel in accordance with the terms and conditions of the previously approved Development Order for development at the Village of Gulfstream Park. 

 SECTION 2.  Approval of amendments to trade-off chart. The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize amendments to the “Village of Gulfstream Park Commercial Recreation Use Trade Off Chart” which is attached hereto as exhibit 2 according to the trip generation determined to result therefrom.
