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RESOLUTION NO. 2015-

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, ACKNOWLEDGING THEIR APPROVAL OF BROWARD 100 MURAL DESIGN CONCEPT OPTION NO. ___ FOR THE PAINTING OF THE WEST FACE OF THE HALLANDALE BEACH BOULEVARD BRIDGE; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE A FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) COMMUNITY AESTHETIC FEATURE AGREEMENT (CAFA) FOR THE MURAL PLACEMENT ON THE WEST FACE OF THE HALLANDALE BEACH BOULEVARD BRIDGE; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, on April 16, 2014, the City Commission approved Resolution 2014-38 which authorized the City to apply for the Broward 100 Visual Eyes Mural Project grant for  painting a Hallandale Beach Boulevard Bridge from northbound South Ocean Drive (State Road A-1-A) to westbound Hallandale Beach Boulevard; and 

WHEREAS, the grant provides for up to a grant  amount of twenty four thousand ($24,000.00) dollars for each County Commission District for the painting of a public mural of up to 1000 square feet in celebration of the 100th anniversary of Broward County; and 

	WHEREAS, the terms of the grant award include the artist fee, the cost of materials, expenses, insurance and permits; and 

	WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach was selected by the Broward 100 Mural Project committee for the District 6 mural project; and 

	WHEREAS, as a part of the 100 Mural Project process, the County issued a call to artists in 2014 and each artist and their work were vetted and examined by the Broward 100 committee and artist Eduardo Mendieta was selected as the Hallandale Beach Broward 100 artist to paint the west face of the Hallandale Beach Boulevard Bridge which yields the highest level of visibility; and 

WHEREAS, because the west face of the Hallandale Beach Bridge is approximately 1,400 square feet, the City will fund the 400 square foot difference which is estimated to cost seven thousand two hundred ($7,200.00) dollars; and 

WHEREAS, under the terms of the 100 mural program the mural artist, Eduardo Mendieta is required to create a minimum of two concepts for City Commission final selection; and 

WHEREAS, after much community input and engagements mural artist Eduardo Mendieta has designed two (2) mural options attached as Exhibits 1 and 2 for City Commission final selection; and 

WHEREAS, upon the selection by the City Commission, the City will be required to submit the mural concept to FDOT for final approval pursuant to FDOT’s Community Aesthetic Feature Agreement.  To meet FDOT standards, the design must be aesthetically pleasant, contain no logos, advertising or profanity.  The mural must be completed prior to the Broward County 100th Anniversary, October 1, 2015; and
 
WHEREAS, the City Administration recommends the Mayor and City Commission approve one of the two (2) mural designs as presented by artist Eduardo Mendieta for the painting of the west face of the Hallandale Beach Bridge and authorize the City Manager to execute the Community Aesthetic Feature Agreement (CAFA) with FDOT for approval of the mural.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA: 

	SECTION 1.	Approval of Mural Design Option No.: ___. The Mayor and City Commission hereby acknowledge their approval of Mural Design Option No. : ___ for the painting of the west face of the Hallandale Beach Boulevard Bridge.
 
SECTION 2.	City Manager Authorization.  The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager to execute a Community Aesthetic Feature Agreement with Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT).  The City Manager is authorized to take all necessary action to implement the project. 

SECTION 3. 	 Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
