A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO FULLY MITIGATE ALL CODE ENFORCEMENT AND UTILITY LIENS ON REAL PROPERTY APPROVED FOR PURCHASE BY THE HALLANDALE BEACH COMMUNITY REDELOPMENT AGENCY (HBCRA) BOARD OF DIRECTORS LOCATED AT 802 NW 5TH TERRACE, HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA; FURTHER AUTHORIZING THE RELEASE OF SAID CODE ENFORCEMENT AND UTILITY LIENS; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

 
	WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 9, Section 9-46, Mitigation, of the City’s Code of Ordinances and Resolution No. 2014-11, Mitigation of Fines and Liens, the City Manager is authorized to mitigate code compliance liens for up to ninety (90) percent of the total fine amount for non-homestead properties; and 

WHEREAS, Myson Lee Anderson et al are the owners of non-homestead real property located at 802 NW 5th Terrace, Hallandale Beach, Florida; and 
		
WHEREAS, the property is currently abandoned, boarded-up and in a blighted condition; and

WHEREAS, the HBCRA executive director has been authorized to purchase the property for an appraised value of sixty four thousand two hundred ninety ($64,290.00) dollars; and 

WHEREAS, the property currently has an outstanding balance of three hundred five thousand nine hundred seventy five dollars and six cents ($305,975.06) in Code Enforcement and Utility liens; and 

WHEREAS, the property owners have expressed their interest to the City’s Hallandale Beach Community Redevelopment Agency (“HBCRA”) in conveying the property to the HBCRA; and 

WHEREAS, upon conveyance, the HBCRA will demolish the property, in order to eliminate the blighted condition and to cause future redevelopment; and 

WHEREAS, the HBCRA is requesting that the Mayor and City Commission fully mitigate the code compliance liens and utility liens on the property to enable the HBCRA to take unencumbered title to the property; and 

WHEREAS, the City Administration is recommending to the Mayor and City Commission that a full mitigation of the outstanding Code Enforcement and Utility liens on the subject property be authorized upon the transfer of the property to the HBCRA; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission concur that it is in the best interest of the City and its residents to authorize the full mitigation of the Code Enforcement and Utility liens on the real property located at 802 NW 5th Terrace, Hallandale Beach, Florida; and encourage other residents to avail themselves of programs offered by the City and the Hallandale Beach Community Redevelopment Agency to eradicate blight and slum in the City. 	

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:	

SECTION 1.	City Manager’s Authorization.   The Mayor and City Commission hereby authorize the City Manager to fully mitigate code enforcement liens and utility liens on property located at 802 NW 5th Terrace, Hallandale Beach, Florida and cause releases of liens to be filed, upon the transfer of the property to the CRA. The approval of this resolution shall cause all Code Enforcement and Utility liens assessed against this property to cease further accrual.  

	SECTION 2. 	Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
