A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, SUPPORTING THE BROWARD COUNTY CHIEF OF POLICE ASSOCIATION COMMITTEE REPORT AND RECOMMENDATION ON CIVIL INJUNCTIVE PROCESS FOR VICTIM SURVIVORS OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE SEEKING COURT-ORDERED PROTECTION IN BROWARD COUNTY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, domestic violence is one of them most wide-spread problems in our society as it affects women, men and children of all racial, social, religious, ethnic and economic groups; and
WHEREAS, if not addressed, domestic violence can have a wide range of ramifications on our community, such as weakening families and creating a destructive cycle of violence where those who abuse may become abusers themselves; and

WHEREAS, according to the report by the Sun-Sentinel, Broward County domestic violence center receives approximately one thousand nine hundred (1,900) calls a month which is most of any center in the State of Florida, and

WHEREAS, in response to the issues surrounding domestic violence, the Broward County Chiefs of Police Association formed the Committee on Domestic Violence Injunction Process to re-examine the current process for victims of domestic violence; and

WHEREAS, as a result, the Committee formed a sixty four (64) page report that included recommendations on how to improve the process; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Commission have determined that it is in the best interest of the City and its residents to support the Broward County Chief of Police Association (hereinafter “BCCPA”) Committee report and recommendation on civil injunctive process for victim survivors of domestic violence seeking court-ordered protections in Broward County.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.	Support of Broward County Chief of Police Association Report and Recommendation. The Mayor and City Commission of the City of Hallandale Beach to support the Broward County Chief of Police Association Committee report and recommendation on civil injunctive process for victim survivors of domestic violence seeking court-ordered protections in Broward County.

SECTION 2.	Directions to City Manager.  The Mayor and City Commission direct the City Manager to cause a copy of this resolution to be forwarded to all appropriate parties.
