ORDINANCE NO. 2011 - 12

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE
BEACH, FLORIDA; AMENDING THE CODE OF
ORDINANCES TO ADDRESS FIREARM REGULATIONS
PREEMPTED BY STATE LAW BY AMENDING
CHAPTER 19, “OFFENSES AND MISCELLANEOUS
PROVISIONS”; AND AMENDING CHAPTER 21,
“PERSONNEL”; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS,
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING
FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, THE City Commission recognizes that changes to the adopted Code of
Ordinances are periodically necessary in order to ensure that the City's regulations are current

and consistent with the requirements of Florida Law; and

WHEREAS, during the 2011 session, the Florida Legislature adopted additional
penalties for the édoption and enforcement of preempted local regulations of firearms, effective

October 1, 2011 ;;and

WHEREFE_S, the City desires to eliminate preempted regulations of ammunition and

firearms from the.City’s Code: and

WHEREA;S, ammunition and firearms are currently regulated in Chapter 19, "Offenses

and Miscellaneous Provisions” and Chapter 21, “Personnel”.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY

OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

Section 1 The foregoing WHEREAS” clauses are hereby ratified and confirmed as
being true, corregt, and reflective of the legislative intent of the City Commission in enacting this

Ordinance and are hereby made a specific part of this Ordinance.
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Section 2. Chapter 19, “Offenses and Miscellaneous Provisions,” Article 1, “In

General,” Sectiori 19-11, “Hunting; discharge of firearms,” is amended to read as follows:

Section 19-11. Hunting. It shall be unlawful for any person to hunt game of any kind or

nature within the city.

Section 3.  Chapter 21, “Personnel,” Article Il, “Civil Service,” Division 9, “Disciplinary
Action,” Section 21-242, “Grounds for dismissal, suspension and demotion,” is amended to read

as follows:

Section 21-242. Grounds for dismissal, suspension and demotion.

The following are declared to constitute a breach of duty and to be grounds for dismissal,
suspension from the classified services or grounds for demotion, though charges may be
based upon causes other than those enumerated:

{33) Possession of unauthorized weapons or firearms during working hours and in the
course of the employee’s official duties.

Section 4 Conflicting Ordinances.  All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances and alf

Resolutions or pérts of Resolutions in conflict with this Ordinance are repealed to the extent of

such conflict.

Section 5 Severability. If this Ordinance or any part thereof is declared by any court
of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remainder

of this Ordinance other than the part declared to be invalid.

Section t? Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective upon the date of its

adoption herein. f:
